God’s Faithfulness

We are living in a time of unprecedented  
economic down-turn (rising unemployment,  
redundancies and high inflation) which has  
resulted in uncertainty, worries and anxieties. 

Amidst this global crisis, we were admonished by Kofo on 
Sunday (from John 6:1-13) to ‘sit down and relax’. At first 
blush we may ask ourselves how this is possible, when 
things are so unstable. Quite simply, it is because the 
promises of God are greater realities than the challenges 
we may be facing. 
 
God said through the prophet Isaiah “…..my word… that 
goes out from my mouth; it shall accomplish that which I 
purpose, and shall succeed in the thing for which I sent 
it” (Isaiah 55:11 ESV). What a great consolation, that all 
the promises of God over our lives will be fulfilled. 
It is important to note however, that to ‘sit down and  
relax’ is not a passive state of being, but rather an active 
state that constantly looks and sees through the lens of 
faith and totally trusts our Father. And, as we look, we 
grow and as we grow, we understand more and more that 
our God is faithful. Our God is reliable, solid, consistent, 
steadfast, certain and trustworthy. As we lift our eyes to 
him, his faithfulness compels and shapes us into becoming 
the ‘prisoners of hope’ that the prophet Zechariah spoke 
of. We will be able to do nothing but hope in him.
